School Uniform Reminder

Our school uniform is a combination of royal blue, grey, and black. Most items are available from local
supermarkets. Items with the school logo printed on them are available from Whitakers in Farsley.

Uniform for girls:

e Grey school skirt/pinafore dress/shorts/trousers

White blouse or white/blue polo shirt

e Royal blue sweatshirt or cardigan, without a hood,
either plain or with the Waterloo logo

e Plain short or knee-length socks (not over the
knee) or black, navy, or grey tights

e White checked or striped dresses

Uniform for boys:

e Grey/black shorts or trousers (not jogging
bottoms)

e White/blue shirt or polo shirt

e Royal blue jumper, without a hood, either plain or
with the Waterloo logo

e Plain socks

Teachers will keep some spare school jumpers and cardigans in their classrooms.
These will be given to the children to wear if they are not wearing uniform.

To encourage children to be as active as possible at playtime, we encourage you to
dress your child in plain black trainers (no logos or named brands) as part of their
school uniform.

On rainy days, we would like the children to have wellies and a waterproof coat as the
children will play out in the rain.

Children need to wear:

Plain black/navy tracksuit with no logo or writing on.
Plain white t-shirt

Outdoor trainers

Plain black/navy shorts (Summer term)
